Targets

In 2019 mainstream 5 Year 5 students will increase their scale score in PAT-R SEA
from 118(Year 4) to 135. 25% of IELC Year 7's will achieve Language Literacy
Level 7.

In 2020 mainstream 5 Year 6 students, who achieved high range scale in Year 5will
retain the high range scale score of 139+ PAT-R. 30% of IELC Year 7's will achieve
Language Literacy Level 7.

In 2021 mainstream 5 Year 7students who achieved high range scale scores in
Year 5 & 6 will retain the high range scale score of 142+ in PAT-R. 35% of IELC
Year 7's will achieve Language Literacy Level 7.

In 2019 Year 3 students will show an improvement of 20% on
2018 Year 3 results in meeting/exceeding SEA for PAT- R.

In 2020 Year 4 students who were enrolled in Year 3 in 2019, will
show improvement of 15% in meeting/exceeding SEA for PAT- R.

In 2021 Year 5 students who were enrolled in Year 4 in 2020, will
show improvement of 10% in meeting/exceeding SEA for PAT- R.

Challenge of practice

If we adopt a common approach to explicitly teaching
metalanguage and meta-cognitive approaches to
comprehension in Year 6/7, we will increase their ability
to infer.

If we incorporate strategies in IELC to explicitly scaffold
subject specific vocabulary, we will see and increase in
students Language and Literacy Levels

If we adopt a common approach to explicitly teaching
comprehension strategies, skills and vocabulary as part
of 'the Big Six' then we will increase student
achievement in reading years 3-5.

If we adopt a common approach to explicitly teach the 'Big Six'
then we will increase student achievement in reading in years
R-2.

If we incorporate strategies for scaffolding English language
development into all literacy programs then we will see students
from non-ESB reach the IELC levels they are required to
achieve at each year level in the alloted time frame.
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
